As per the City of Toronto’s protocol for “Mandatory Contacts for First Nations
Consultation”, I am writing to notify you that the above-referenced project has been
initiated. Please note that as stated in the protocol, it is our understanding there is
no active treaty or land claims processes underway in Toronto. No response to this
notice is required.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

Waterfront Toronto (WT) and the City of Toronto (City) are initiating an
environmental assessment and integrated urban design study to determine the future
options for either retaining or removing the elevated portion of the Gardiner
Expressway, east of Jarvis Street to Logan Avenue. Dillon Consulting Limited
(Dillon) has been retained by WT and the City to conduct an individual
environmental assessment (EA) for the proposed reconfiguration.

In addition to meeting the requirements of the Ontario Environmental Assessment
Act, there is also the potential need to complete a federal EA under the Canadian
Environmental Assessment Act. Should a CEAA screening be required, a
coordinated Ontario Individual/ Federal Environmental Assessment as defined by
the Federal/ Provincial Environmental Assessment Coordination guide would be
undertaken. The Terms of Reference (ToR) for this EA is the first phase of the
study to be completed and includes consultation with the public, agencies and other
stakeholders. The Draft EA ToR will be circulated for agency review in mid-May
2009 and will identify the process to be followed for the completion of the EA.

The attached “Notice of Commencement of Terms of Reference” provides some
background to the study.

Gardiner Expressway and Lake Shore Blvd. Reconfiguration, Environmental Assessment
and Integrated Urban Design Study, Waterfront Toronto and City of Toronto

Waterfront Toronto and the City of Toronto (City)
are jointly initiating an environmental assessment
(EA) and integrated urban design study to explore
the feasibility of removing the elevated Gardiner
Expressway from approximately Jarvis Street to
Logan Avenue. It is the shared goal of Waterfront
Toronto and the City to realize the full potential
of Toronto’s waterfront as a world-class location
in which to live, work and play. This study will
examine how a potential reconfiguration of the
Gardiner Expressway and Lake Shore Boulevard
in this area can contribute to the achievement of
that goal. The study is being initiated under the
Ontario Environmental Assessment Act (EA Act).

Section of Gardiner Expressway Under Study

The Process

This study will be carried out in accordance with the requirements of the EA Act. The first step in the
process is the preparation of a Terms of Reference (ToR). The ToR will set out the proponent’s framework
and work plan for addressing the EA Act requirements when preparing the EA; including such things as
the alternatives and urban design criteria that will be considered and the public consultation activities that
will be carried out. If approved by the Minister of the Environment, the ToR will provide the framework and
requirements for the preparation of the EA.

Consultation

The involvement of the public, agencies and other interested persons in determining what the ToR should
include is a fundamental objective of this study. Waterfront Toronto and the City encourage all members of
the public, agencies and other interested persons to actively participate in the planning process by attend-
ing consultation opportunities or contacting staff directly with comments or questions.

Waterfront Toronto and the City are committed to including the public in this study through consultation
opportunities designed to occur throughout the planning process. Communication of these consultation
opportunities will be done through newspapers, direct mail, and a website. The consultation process and
the study’s progress will be kept up to date on the website hosted by Waterfront Toronto. Public events
will be held in various locations throughout the city. The first round of public meetings will take place on
March 28, March 30, April 2 and April 4. The second round of public meetings will be scheduled for late
April. Notices will be placed in the local media to advertise these events.
